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Learning Grant
The MMYA supports and encourages special projects and initiatives that promote Middle Years pedagogy, encourage student learning and respond to the needs of young adolescents. MMYA has established a learning grant fund to support such ventures.  Grant funds will be awarded in two instalments.  Fifty percent of the grant will be paid up front while the remaining fifty percent will be awarded upon submission of a written report that can be published in the MMYA Journal.  Applications should reflect how the project or initiative would enhance the education of Middle Years students. Priority will be given to those initiatives which are organized by students, for students, or that go beyond regular classroom learning experiences.  

Grant Monies

The maximum amount available for this school year is $2000.00.  Funds will be set aside by the MMYA treasurer and amounts awarded will be at the discretion of the MMYA executive.  Funds will be paid out within one month of grant approval.  
Applications for Funding
1. Applications must be made before the project or initiative takes place and one week prior to an MMYA executive meeting.  The deadlines for consideration are:

· First Monday in November

· First Monday in February

2. Applicants must complete the form on reverse and attach a separate one page summary or outline of the project or initiative.  

3. Current membership in MMYA or be willing to become a member

4. Submit an article for publication in the MMYA Journal within six months of project completion about  project highlights.

5. Project Criteria

·  Meets the unique needs of middle years learners and nurtures learning relationships

· Emphasizes experiential learning

· Connects to curriculum in meaningful ways

· Recognizes and honours student voice

· Enhances personal professional growth by broadening understanding
